There will be no third place match in the Easter Cup. The Easter Cup will be played based on the following format:
Semifinals
· Each match shall be 90 minutes regulation time, i.e., 45 min per half with a 15 minute interval.

· In the event of a tie at the end of regulation, the best of five kicks from the penalty mark will apply. 

· If at the end of the best of five kicks from the penalty mark there is still a tie, sudden death penalty kicks shall be taken by those players who have not taken penalty kicks before until a winner is determined.

· If there is still a tie at the end of sudden kicks from the penalty mark, the winner shall be determined by the toss of a coin.

Finals

· Each game shall be played within two (2) 45 minutes halves (90 minutes)

· In the event of a tie at the end of regulation time 2-15 minute halves will be played. (Golden goal no longer applies).

· In the event of a tie at the end of extra time, the best of five kicks from the penalty mark will apply. 

· If at the end of the best of five kicks from the penalty mark there is still a tie, sudden death penalty kicks from the penalty mark shall be taken by those players who have not taken penalty kicks before until a winner is determined.

· If there is still a tie at the end of sudden kicks from the penalty mark, the winner shall be determined by the toss of a coin.
All four teams are to submit the names of their twenty (20) players who will participate in the Easter Cup to the SKNFA Secretariat tomorrow, Wednesday 3rd May, 2017 by 2:00 p.m.
